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Parents Feedback Analysis Report: 

The feedback was collected from a sample of 200 parents of the total number of students, 

representing all streams and semesters. The responses to the different questions and 

parameters are as follows: 

1. Admission procedure: Approximately 67% of the respondents says that the admission 

procedure is good, 27 % says its very good, whereas 7%  says it is average.  

2. Infrastructure and lab facility: 47 % of the respondents rated the infrastructure as good, 40 

% as very good, and 13 %  says it is  average. 

3. Work Culture observed by you and your Ward: Approximately 67% of the respondents says 

that the admission procedure is good, 27 % says its very good, whereas 7%  says it is average.  

4. Canteen facility: 53 % says that the canteen facility is good, 33 % as very good, 7 % as 

average and the remaining 7 % as poor.  

5. Library facility: 54 % of the respondents rated as good, 33 % as very good, and  13 % as 

excellent.  

6. Other facilities provided by the college such as toilets, common rooms, drinking water, etc:  

Approximately 53 % of the respondents rated as good, 27 % says it is very good,  13%  says it  

       is average, 6 % as excellent and the rest 6 % as poor with respect to toilets (shortage of    

       water) and drinking water facilities.  

7. Sports and cultural activities: Approximately 47 % of the respondents rated as good, 20 %  

says it average, 13 % says it is excellent, 7 % as very good and the rest 6 % as poor reason 

being not many students are participating in sports and cultural activities. 

8. Student's career counselling activities: Base on the responses, 60 % responded as good, 20

as very good and the rest 20 % as average.
